Presenter: Dianne Timmons

Our speaker is Dianne Timmins.  She is the Coldwater Project Leader for the NH Fish and Game Department.  Dianne began working for the Fish and Game Department just after college.  She graduated from the University of Rhode Island in 1996, with a B.S. in Fisheries Science and began her career in Keene as a summer seasonal working for the Inland Fisheries Division. Then she worked her way up the ladder to where she is now in Lancaster, NH.  As project leader, Dianne is responsible for the management and stocking of all trout species in New Hampshire.   She has been involved with various research studies involving wild and hatchery brook trout, as well as the Eastern Brook Trout Joint Venture.  Her hope is to provide opportunities for all types of anglers, while simultaneously preserving coldwater fisheries.
Dianne’s presentation will focus on the migration patterns and biology of wild brook and how it has guided present day research and management strategies.
