The Treasure’s Report was approved.
The November 14, 2019 Meeting Minutes were approved.
Old Business: 
Ray said that we had good news. Mark Thornton, who is coordinating pond security with the church, said that the church leadership has approved splitting the costs of the security system with our club.  The security system will then be tied into the church’s IP giving us a 24-hr/day surveillance.  All one must do when spotting a fishing intruder is to call the Nashua PD and they will quickly respond.  Trespassers caught fishing will be given a warning the first time and then will be arrested if caught a second time.
New Business:

Ray announced now that the church has agreed to split the security costs, the $25 all-club member assessment for pond security will be seriously due and payable anytime by/before January 1, 2020.   

Ray passed out the Committee sign-up sheets that he had circulated at last month’s meeting and encouraged members to get engaged and sign-up to volunteer their time helping run and grow our club. 
Ted Pelletier, Nominating Committee Chair, announced the Executive Committee candidates for 2020:  Kelly Merryfield, President; Mark Prolman, Vice President; Ted Pelletier, Treasurer; Dave Braica, Secretary; Bob Broadhurst, Programs/Membership; and Mark Thornton, Pond-Church Liaison.  Ray called for a vote of the assembled members and the Executive slate of officers were unanimously approved.
Ray said that the club will again have a table at the upcoming 18th Annual NH Fly Fishing Show, February 22nd in Manchester, NH and directed Kare to send in our application along with our registration check.

He then reported that the club will proceed to rework and upgrade the NFCA website to facilitate immediate changes being able to be made by designated club members avoiding dealing through Burke Advertising.  The cost estimate for this development work will be in the range of $750 and take several months to accomplish once scheduled. 
The club will suggest interested club members consider taking the Trout Unlimited 3-day Cape Cod fly fishing school which will be held in May 2020.  Harry & Molly Mink attended in May this year and found that both the experience and extensive education was well worth their time and the expenses including room and board were less than it cost for a guide.

The next fly-tying session will again be led by Bob Broadhurst and will be held on Monday, January 27 at 6:00 PM.  Ray also asked all attendees to park in the lot out front of the church.  
Charlie Shadan, a long-time club member from The Evening Sun Fly Shop in Pepperell, MA invited all to come to his shop early Sunday afternoon on December 15, 2019 for his Customer Appreciation event.   He promised plenty of food and beverages as well as connection opportunities with area fly fishermen and women. 
The meeting was gaveled to a close at 7:17 PM and dinner was then served.  
Following dinner, Ray ran the Yankee Swap and all participants had a great time.
