The Treasure’s Report was voted approved.
The June 6, 2019 Meeting Minutes were then approved.
Ray announced that the next meeting will be held October 10, 2019 and our speaker will be Jonathon Bunker talking about fishing the Deerfield River in Massachusetts.  Then John Bunker (not Jonathan) will be our November speaker talking about the Green and Missouri Rivers in Utah.
Old Business: 
Mark Thornton reported that a surveillance consultant was asked to review the attractive nuisance situation that the pond presents to both the church (trespassing) and our club (poaching) and made a proposal with a price tag of $5,000.  The Executive Committee proposed splitting 50:50 with the church and our portion when combined with a club ) bank balance following the fall stocking would require a one-time $25 all-member assessment.  
A discussion followed, pro and con, and then a final vote was taken and the Pro Technologies security proposal with the $25 member assessment was approved.
New Business:
Ray announced that the club donated $100 to the church for the Kids Fishing event in July.  He said that $50 was also donated by the club in memory of the recent passing of Asina Ellen Karlsen, the daughter of Kare and Anne Karlsen.
Ray said that Kelly will take over as President in 2020.  He then asked members to consider stepping up to the pending end of year openings in both the Secretary and Treasure positions on the Executive Committee as well as volunteering for one of the  Committees.  Kare and Harry both said that they would work with and back up club members who would fill their slots to ensure that each had successfully transitioned to these positions.  Ray said that sign-up sheets will be passed out at the next meeting. 
The key Committees that need volunteers this fall are:  Nominating, Pond, Program, Membership, and Outings.  The Executive Committee will address possible name changes and adjustments to Committee descriptions in the By-Laws to be voted upon in the upcoming October meeting.     
Kelly Merryfield was then asked to speak about Castaway Cancer, a Concord/Manchester New Hampshire Group in the National Foundation.  Kelly said that seven patients currently enrolled in a four-part casting clinic ran into a fishing schedule issue.  She was contacted about helping them find an alternative place to fish.  She then brought the issue to the church through Mark and the Executive Committee who both approved the use of our pond.  It will be held Saturday, 9 AM to 1 PM September 7, 2019 and club members who want to volunteer to help are welcome.  Bob Cox, Bob Broadhurst and Kelly said that they would be there to represent the club and provide whatever assistance they could to ensure a positive experience will be had by the Castaway Cancer group.  (Post Meeting Note:  Bob Cox, Steve Descoteaux, Mark Thornton and Paul Randazzo and his wife along with Kelly Merryfield did show up to host the CCG event – Thanks!) 
Ray then announced a fall stocking of approximately $1,000 worth of trout will be ordered when the water temperature is at a safe level.  There was some discussion about the type and size of the trout to be ordered.  Those details will be deferred to the October meeting.

Ray said the we will need a volunteer to head up the fly tying.  Bob Broadhurst volunteered to lead the class, but possibly may change the meeting day from Mondays.

The meeting was gaveled to a close at 6:50 PM and dinner was then served.  Following dinner, the evening was wrapped up by a truly riveting talk on bamboo rods by Fred Kretchman (if you weren’t there, you really missed an exceptional talk) .
