Minutes of the April meeting were voted on and accepted by all.
Matt Laliberte gave the treasury report and the club has a balance of $5535 with no outstanding bills. The report was accepted as presented.  

We still have 4 unpaid members, if you wish to remain in the club; you must pay by June 12th.  Due to moves out of state, two members have dropped out of the club, Don Conley and Rob McAndrew.  They will be missed.
ANNUAL FUNDRAISING RAFFLE: We had a few additional items that were not raffled off at the pond opening. THE POND is fishing very well, BUT BE KIND TO THE FISH by not playing them too long. Wally sent an email out with an excellent video on how to land and release trout; take a look at it. The fish are sipping nymphs at the surface and rising on water bugs.  A sink-tip or full sink line is also very effective with olive and black woolly buggers and other streamer patterns are a good choice due to the abundance of fry swimming around. 
We received word from Steve Burke that his friend, who has a three-acre pond in Candia, has stocked his pond and he has invited club members to fish it.  It was decided that Steve would follow up with a visit to the pond and his friend. Steve completed his visit on Sunday May 11th and an email from Wally was sent May 12th with the address and directions to the pond. The owner’s name is Norm Berry; phone is 603-629-4401.
