Program:  “FUNDALMENTALS OF FLY FISHING”  
We all agreed that we (novice to expert) can benefit by reviewing the fundamental basics of fly fishing; i.e., knots, rods to use, lines to use, flies to use, etc.  Bob Broadhurst and Ray Philippon, are going to start off this first session by explaining their use and demonstrating how to tie the best/basic KNOTS.  PLEASE BRING YOUR NIPPERS AND HEMOSTATS.  Other materials will be provided.
Matt Laliberte reported that we have $3,838.50 in the treasury and that pond insurance is the only outstanding bill remaining and it is due in January.

Gerry Armstrong agreed to speak to our stocking supplier to see what it would cost.
FLY Tying Sessions will be on the 3rd Thursday of the month beginning November 20th.  Please arrive by 6:00PM. Bring a vise if you have one, or let us know if you need one. Other supplies will be provided.
