The Treasurer’s report shows that the club has a present balance of $5,446.66, of which, we will be using $840.00 for spring stocking.  The report was accepted as presented. As new business, President Ray Philippon gave members the choice of choosing between two sets of dates for the spring club trip to Pittsburgh, NH. He had spoken to Charlie Shadan at Evening Sun Fly Shop and to Pittsburg guides and all said the water would be very high due to our heavy winter snow falls and ALL SUGGESTED WE GO IN JUNE.
