As new business, President Ray Philippon announced the idea of TWO club trips to Pittsburgh, NH. He has spoken to Charlie Shadan at Evening Sun Fly Shop and Charlie is a very good friend with the owner at Spruce Cone Lodge in Pittsburgh.
