Atlantic Salmon fishing is his greatest angling passion.  His Salmo Salar experience has taken him to over 40 rivers worldwide.  William has also angled with two hand rods for trout, Landlocked Salmon, Steelhead and Striped Bass.  He has years worth of experience fishing the Salmon River in NY and can offer us many tips for the clubs fall fishing trip to this area. Kare Karlsen has taken over as our treasurer, relieving Phil Dimarzio and both were given a round of appreciative applause.
Kare reported that the club had a bank balance of $4,010.67 as of 3-23-16. Our 2016 membership is currently 56 in number and the club is still open to receiving outstanding 2016 dues from any/all members who want to retain their membership.

The dinner raffle netted $28 this evening. The March Meeting Minutes were then voted and accepted as currently published on our Website.

 On the topic of OLD BUSINESS:

Ray reported that the website management has been taken over and is currently being run by Chris Cooper of Burke Advertising.  The club is now being charged $21/month for the web hosting services. 
Under NEW BUSINESS:  
Ray said that the May program will be a presentation by a member of the NH Fish & Game, but we haven’t yet been given the name of the presenter as they have many programs are being conducted at this time of year.    

Regarding the June meeting, Ray said that we are open to whatever the membership would wish including:  knot skills, line & reel cleaning, a cookout at the pond, a kibbie fry, etc.  Steve Burke mentioned a program of cleaning and cooking trout here at the club since we are committed to a club meal here at the Nashua Country Club 6-9-16.   All agreed to a second June meeting/cookout at the pond, on the 4th Thursday in June, 6-23-16. 

The current porta-potty location at the bottom of the parking lot was requested by the church, so we will honor their request and not move it to where it was located last year.
Ray announced that the club would start charging $22 for dinner next month at the June meeting.  The club is currently being charged slightly more than the $21 we have been collecting so this small price increase will correct the situation.
Club fishing trips was discussed and after several locations were mentioned, a trip to upstate New York in the fall was decided upon and Brenda Philippon had previously volunteered to take the lead on this project.
Ray said that 125 rainbows in the 12” to 14” size were stocked this past Tuesday morning along with 5 huge (more than three pound)  rainbows.   There will be books prizes handed out for those who catch the tagged 3 pounders this coming Saturday at the official 9 AM pond opening.  A $5 fee will be charged for Coffee, bagels and muffins at 8 AM.   At 9:00 AM fishing will officially start.  The raffle prizes will be:  a spey rod, a $25 Evening Sun gift certificate, two boxes of a dozen flies, a lanyard, a Fish Pond fishing vest, and other choice items. 
Don Westcott mentioned that there would be no fishing allowed from the jetty Saturday.  Also, discussed were the pond rules and the request for all club members to keep their eyes open for trespassers as fishing bait has been found around the pond.  
Pond rules are:  1)  fly fishing only with catch & release using barbless hooks  2)  Age 12 and under can use spinning or bait, but must be accompanied by an adult who, if fishing, must be using a fly rod  3)  fishing is allowed on Sundays, but only after 2 PM and please park in the back lot  4)  wear a club hat or carry a club card for an ID  5)  church members must have a church ID fishing permission card on them in order to fish and 6)  toss any killed sunfish (kibbie) or bass fish into the woods.
There will be another fly tying session on the 24th of April at the Church starting at 6:00 PM.  Ray asked that folks please inform Gerry Armstrong of the types of flies they would like to tie so he could bring the materials.
David Bracia brought desert for tonight’s meeting and Doug Schumann graciously offered to bring dessert for the May meeting.
Ray finished the meeting with compliments to all of the club members who were kind enough to respond that they could either attend or had to decline which is greatly appreciated by our President.
