Phil reported that we now have 57 members including our former member rejoining this evening, Dave Braica.   Welcome back Dave!  
The February Meeting Minutes were then voted and accepted as currently published on our Website.

Brenda mentioned that $10 tetanus shots were available in Nashua on Tuesdays 4 to 7 PM and on Fridays 8:30 AM to 10:30 AM, a good step to avoid problems with hooks.

 On the topic of OLD BUSINESS, Ray reported that he is still working with Wally Marcella to make sure the change of website management goes as smoothly as possible.  Wally’s son has the passwords now needs to pass them along to our new website manager and the delay in doing so has consequently slowed down the transition.  January and February are Wally’s son’s busiest time of the year, so hopefully we’ll see the transfer happen sometime in March.
As NEW BUSINESS: Ray mentioned that the April program will be a presentation on First Aid and deferred to Steve Burke, our Membership and Program Chairman to talk about it.  Steve was deeply affected by the passing of Dominic Tringale last June on Lake Winnipesaukee.
 Steve wanted to add a program this year with some practical advice for our membership on how to help themselves and others when fishing in remote locations.  Steve also urged members to check out the SOLO website ahead of next months meeting: http://soloschools.com/  He has also lined-up, but not yet fully finalized a speaker for our April Meeting by a member of the NH Fish & Game.   
Ray then mentioned that the porta potty has been installed at the Church pond.   Some members said that the location wasn’t ideal (at the bottom end of the parking lot) and Phil said that he’d call the rental service to make sure that the porta potty was moved to it’s usual, convenient location.  
There will be another fly tying session on the 24th of April at the Church starting at 6:30 PM.  Ray asked folks to inform Gerry Armstrong of the types of flies they would like to tie so he could bring the materials.
Ray passed out a flier he had received from Zak Robinson of Rising Tied Anglers about the 2nd Annual Tackle Flea Market that will be held Saturday, March 12th.  He and Brenda went last year and found some great bargains.   
Ray brought up a club trip and said that someone would have to volunteer this year to run it.  There was some discussion and the topic will be continued in the next meeting. 
After a short discussion due to the excellent holdover from stocking in 2015, it was agreed to stock the pond with an order of $750 of trout (recently has been $1,000 in both the spring and fall), but also add 5 (five) 3-pound rainbows @ $20 EA.  They will be tagged and the club will come up with prizes or some recognition for those that catch and release the monster rainbows.
After some discussion about opening early this year due to the exceptionally mild winter and apparent early spring, it was decided that opening day this year will be April 19th.  Ray mentioned that last year, we had a rod to raffle to raise funds for the club.  Seth Harris then offered to give an excellent, two handed spaye rod that he owns with a medium fast action and Gerry Armstrong offered a box of flies.  These much appreciated donations will be auctioned in the April meeting and possibly at the pond opening as well.  Ray also mentioned that this year, the club will charge $5 per person to cover the cost of coffee, donuts and bagels.
Joe Westcott will work to keep the pond area grass and weeds cut in exchange for his 2016 membership.

Brenda Philippon brought desert for tonight’s meeting and David Bracia graciously offered to bring dessert for the April meeting.
Ray finished the meeting with compliments to the members who were kind enough to respond to either attend or decline which is greatly appreciated by our President.

After dinner and the business meeting concluded, Dave Kolesar then gave an interesting and well received presentation regarding the great fish, exciting hatches in secret river pools and mystery ponds found when fishing with him on the Androscoggin and in the Errol Area of New Hampshire.  All joined in applause as he wrapped up his presentation and Q&A session and many moved forward after the meeting to talk to Dave and to pick up his business card.
