Club President, Ray Philippon opened the meeting by welcoming guests and during the course of the meeting, a second time visitor, Cam Santana filled out a membership application, paid his dues and was voted in as one of the two new members who joined the club this evening.  Molly Mink, the second new member, was also voted in.

Ray then welcomed all of the assembled club members and proceeded with business portion of our meeting.  He was glad to announce that Jim Lynch’s wife, Judy, is continuing to do better.  Brenda Philippon is covering tonight for Kare Karlsen, club treasurer, who is away on a trip. The dinner raffle grossed $45 ($2/chance or $5 for 3 tickets) tonight and the new $22 dinner rate was in effect, starting this evening.

A discussion continued saying that the church doesn’t want more signs or signs facing the driveway or street (as we would like) as they fee that would be less than “welcoming” for church visitors. Under NEW BUSINESS:  
Ray said that the June program will possibly be a presentation by a member of our club on the care of one’s fly fishing equipment.  As soon as the details have been nailed down by Steve Burke, our Membership/Program Chairman, a notice will be sent to the members and friends of the club. 

The church Kid’s Fishing Derby, according to Mark Thornton, will be held Saturday, July 23rd and we’ll be looking for members of the club to volunteer to help make that an exciting event for the kids and their parents.

If there is to be a “Kibbie Fry” it will have to be held after the Kid’s Fishing Derby and Thursday, July 28th was penciled in as a date.  We also got some good suggestions from our evening’s speaker . . . “buy the fish you really want to eat cleaned and ready to cook and just toss the sunfish you catch into the woods.”  There was some discussion to be sure and leave some kibbies for the Kid’s Fishing Derby.
A club fishing trip to upstate New York in the fall had been decided upon and Brenda Philippon had previously volunteered to take the lead on this project.  William Ciaurro, our speaker this evening, insisted that November 5th was the absolute ideal date around which to plan a fall trip to the Salmon River in upstate NY.  Stay tuned for details of the fall club trip.
It was reported that several of the tagged fish (the 3+ pound rainbows recently stocked) had been caught and released . . . so don’t ignore the potential fun and excitement of fishing in your club’s pond.

Before our summer break, there will be one more fly tying session on the 23rd of May at the Church starting at 6:00 PM.  Ray asked that folks please inform Gerry Armstrong of the types of flies they would like to tie so he could bring the materials.  After this session, there will be a break until September when fly tying sessions will resume.

Raffle tickets were also being sold this evening for prizes that will be offered at the next club cookout, 5 PM, Thursday, June 16th.  Raffle tickets are being sold at $5 per ticket or 3 tickets for $10.  Ray will be looking for some volunteers to help him run this cookout.  For prizes, the spey rod that was held back from the pond opening event will be included in this June 16th raffle along with other prizes.  Brenda is re-gifting her first pick of a box of flies that she had won as a 1st prize at the pond opening.  Be sure to bring some cash with you to purchase raffle tickets at our June meeting and hopefully take home that beautiful spey rod that Dr. Seth Harris donated to the club. 
Doug Schumann brought desert for tonight’s meeting and our new member, Molly Mink, graciously offered (in absentia) to bring dessert for the June meeting.
Ray finished the meeting with compliments to all of the club members who were kind enough to respond that they could either attend or had to decline which is greatly appreciated by our President.
