Mark Thornton and Ray and Brenda Philippon met with Nathan from the Crossway Church and discussed wordage for the new signs. Nathan gave his approval and has agreed to split the cost with the club.  Mark has requested a bid for a local manufacturer.  The first and LARGER sign will be positioned as you pull in and toward the pond.
