November 9, 2017 Meeting Minutes
Meeting started at 6:40 PM. Those members in attendance were, Steve Descoteaux, Brenda Philippon, Ray Philippon, Kare Karlsen, Russ Bartlett, Seth Harris, Mary Weiss, Burr Tupper, Dick Farr, Doug Schuman, Kelly Merrifield, Leif Merrifield and Mark Thornton.
 The minutes were voted on and accepted.
 Kare Karlsen reported that we have 57 paying members and 2 lifetime members. 2018 annual dues of $75.00/person and $100.00 per couple should be mailed to Kare Karlsen at 28 Wethersfield Rd., Nashua, NH 03062. Or, please pay Kare or Ray at the monthly meeting. Please, have dues your paid by the March meeting.   Month end balance for Oct. was approx. $281.00 due to $1000 for stocking and expenses for signs, buoys, new rope and miscellaneous items.  However, after the Member’s Auction we netted approx. $323.00 which brings monthly total up to about $604.00. Kare also offered suggestions as to how we might save money: 1) Limit spring stocking to $750?   2) Guest speakers; we have 10 dinners/season, and 2 are taken up by 50/50 auction and holiday meeting, so, this leaves the need for 8 guest speakers, Can we bring this down to 6 or 7 by having some members do presentation on skills or trips they have taken?  And/ or limit the speaker fee to $125 for $150. Doing all of this would lower the cost to $750, or a savings of $450 over the present budget.  This would make us net positive for the year. Tell the club what you think??

OLD BUSINESS:
All new signs were installed; ropes and hardware were applied to the post;  and the Bushnell trail camera was put up .  Thanks to Steve, Kare, Mead and Ray for working and installing these items.
Approx. 200 Fish were stocked on Wed. Nov 1; 80 rainbows,10-12 inches, 70 browns 10-12 inches; 3-4 large rainbows that were 3-4 lbs each(not cost) and remaining count were fish of approx.14-16 inches.  Fishing was allowed on Sat, Nov. 4. 6 members showed up and only 4 fished. It was the best “first day after stocking” fishing that we have ever had with over 50-70 fish being caught!!
NEW BUSINESS
The second donated camera that was being checked for use at the pond was found to inoperable. Keith Clements has offered to donate one of his.

There one sign on the far side of the pond that Ray has recommended we try to move next spring.  It’s location hinders casting and it not as easily seen from the driveway.  Ray will try to get permission from the church in the spring to move it. 
It was decided that we send email minutes to all members to save on web site cost as well as update the site on a quarterly basis. But, it would save the club ever more if we had a member who has the skills to do this. He also spoke with Kelly Merryfield  to get her input on using Facebook  to help us obtain new members and to be noticed by a larger audience of fly fishing people. She has offered to help us.       
Burr Tupper gave us dates for his tube flying lessons.  Monday, Nov. 20, Monday, Dec. 11 and Monday, Jan. 15.  Ray will send out notice before each lesson to remind members that wish to attend.  Nov 20 lesson was attended by 11 members. It was very informative and put a new perspective on why this new style of fly tying can be helpful in catching more fish.

Burr also offered a new idea as to how we can raise more money for the club.  He had attended a 3 fly tournament.  Each participant pays to enter; they can only fish with 3 flies; each person fishes a section of water for a period of time and then rotates to another section; the “number of total inches caught wins part of the total taken in. What do you think?? Let us know at the next meeting.
Nomination of new officers must be done at the December meeting.  Please step up and offer your help….President, Vice President, Secretary, Membership Committee, and Entertainment Committee.
