Virtual meeting - February 11, 2021

The Executive Committee had a Zoom meeting that commenced at 5:30 PM; the following agenda issues were discussed:

The aerator components have been purchased for a very reasonable $1975.00. Many thanks to Neverett Smith and Ray Philippon for getting us a state-of-the-art system for such a reasonable price. Many members gave extra donations along with their dues to raise over $2500 for the project. The excess funds are going to be put toward maintenance for the pond including the aerator, the camera system, and any other needed pond improvements.

The Fish and Game social distancing protocol was used to keep members, kids, and parents safe. At least one parent had to stay for the duration of the fishing. Many toddlers, and a few moms, caught their first fish, and moms told our members, after seeing the delight on the kids’ faces, they would take them fishing again! Kelly would like to schedule one youth event as soon as possible in the spring, and hold one in the fall, as well.

The Executive Committee meeting was closed at 6:30, and the Zoom meeting for the full club membership was started at 7:00 PM.

The four executive committee candidates listed above were seconded and voted in by the membership for the year.

The above agenda items were presented to the membership, and discussed.

Paul Bunker began his Zoom talk as the night’s speaker, and gave an excellent presentation on the Yellowstone national Park’s effort to return Lake Yellowstone to it’s native trout populations. He also had much good insight to share in regards to fishing opportunities in Yellowstone’s many lakes and rivers.
