Virtual meeting - March 18, 2021 


The Executive Committee commenced their meeting at 5 PM.

President Kelly Merrifield outlined the agenda, and the discussion started.

Stocking of the pond
It was proposed, voted upon, and decided that this spring, so long as our fish provider advises us that the amount of water in the pond (down 18 inches from last year), will accommodate them, we would spend about the same, and ask for the same mix of fish as last year. Despite the loss of revenue from not being able to hold last year’s raffle of Bob Broadhurst’s excellent fly selections, the health of our finances allows us to match last year’s stocking: 115 brown trout size 12-14”, 45 Rainbows of similar size, and 15 BIG browns. As usual we are going to ask our provider to tag the big browns, and the first member to catch any tagged fish from this year or previous years’ stockings, will win the “Brenda” award of a free dinner at out next meeting. Last year this stocking coat us $1345.00. Timing of the stocking is expected to be similar to last year’s, and we will announce it when we have a handle on that date.

Aerator project
Ray Philippon, Neverrett Smith, Steve Descoteau, and Mark Thornton and other members are ready and willing and able to install the aerator before the spring stocking. These members are planning to sound the depth of the pond for ideal placement of the equipment, and set the agitators or (jets?) for a minimum of warming of the water and a maximum of oxygenation. Thanks to all members who are poised to participate. Ray will reach out if he needs more people to help.

April and May Club meetings
It was decided we will have one more virtual meeting on Thursday, April 8. Our speaker will be Diane Timmons of NH Fish and game. We are planning our first in person gathering at the pond in May (first or second Saturday?). Date and time and activities to be announced. We are discussing getting a casting instructor at the pond as a guest for this gathering. Charlie Shaden or Michael Jones are being discussed as possibilities.
